Of the more than 35 merchantable species of trees being managed on Anderson-
Tully Company lands, Eastern Cottonwood is the largest single species by volume.
Eastern Cottonwood is a fast grower, with young trees commonly growing five
feet or more in height and over one inch in diameter yearly.

Wood Facts

Among its many uses, Cottonwood is often used in the production of furniture
panels, furniture parts, shutters, paddles and oars, interior doors, lineal moulding,
and caskets. Lower grades of Cottonwood have applications in furniture frames,
door core stock, pallets, boxes, food containers, and shipping crates.
